Dennis Chan: Industrial and product designer
Dennis Chan stands out from his peers: the 200-
odd products he designed in the past five years
were some of the hottest sales items across Asia
and Europe - including a "Living Gear" plastic
juicer that had 300,000 pieces sold, breaking a
global sales record for a product of its kind.

Chan's designs indeed cover an extensive range
- from home and kitchenware to timepieces,
decorative and gift items. When he started his
Longford Industrial company some six years
ago, most of the businesses were related to
designing for top brands such as Philips,
National, Panasonic and Sanyo. Not long after,
Chan started Gear Atelier and his own line of
products, from music boxes to piggy banks. The
prolific designer is praised not only for his
creativity and strong market sense but also an
acute awareness of the environment. His use
of "recylable polymer" is indicative of his
concern for the environment.

It therefore comes as no surprise when Chan
won recognition year after year from the
Federation of Hong Kong Industries. His brilliant
ideas for timepieces are particularly popular.
Chan's "Timestone" brand of watches can be
found in museum shops from New York to Paris,
Osaka to Sydney. The watch that was chosen
as a souvenir for the 1997-handover ceremony
was also Chan's work.
